“For all have sinned, and come short of the glory of 
God;” Romans 3:23 “He that committeth sin is of the 
devil; for the devil sinneth from the beginning. For 
this purpose the Son of God was manifested, that 
he might destroy the works of the devil.”   I John 3:8 
 
God says that we must all repent and believe! 
“To open their eyes, and to turn them from darkness 
to light, and from the power of Satan unto God, that 
they may receive forgiveness of sins…” Acts 26:18  
“That if thou shalt confess with thy mouth the Lord 
Jesus, and shalt believe in thine heart that God  
hath raised him from the dead, thou shalt be saved.”   
Romans 10:9

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 Do you believe in witches and wizards, ghouls 
and ghosts, demons and devils, or are they simply 
products of superstition and over imagination? It might 
surprise you to learn that many who would answer 
with a resounding “NO!”, do believe it is possible to 
communicate with a loved one who has “crossed over 
to the other side.” There has always been a fascination 
with the spiritual world, but more and more, people 
seem to be only interested in the dark side.   
 

Do you believe in witches and wizards?  
God says in Deuteronomy 18:10-11 “There shall not 
be found among you any one that maketh his son or 
his daughter to pass through the fire, or that useth 
divination, or an observer of times, or an enchanter, 
or a witch, or a charmer, or a consulter with familiar 
spirits, or a wizard, or a necromancer.”  
Witches embrace Paganism as their religion, which 
originated in Babylon. They worship Satan as the 
ancient horned god. What does God think of witches 
and wizards? God’s Word makes it very clear in the 
next verse, “For all that do these things are an 
abomination unto the LORD: and because of these 
abominations the LORD thy God doth drive them 
out from before thee.”   In Exodus 22:18 God says, 
“Thou shalt not suffer a witch to live.”    
 

Do you believe in communicating with the dead? 
 A “consulter with familiar spirits” is one who      
attempts to communicate with the dead while a 
“necromancer” foretells the future through the same 
means.  Today they are called psychics and make 
millions of dollars through their telephone hotlines 
and appearances on daytime talkshows.    

Do you believe in the Devil and his demons? 
God’s Word says that the Devil is a fallen angel 
whose name was Lucifer, a name that pops up  
frequently in occult rituals.  Isaiah 14:12-15  “How 
art thou fallen from heaven, O Lucifer, son of the 
morning! how art thou cut down to the ground, 
which didst weaken the nations! For thou hast    
said in thine heart, I will ascend into heaven, I will 
exalt my throne above the stars of God...I will be 
like the most High. Yet thou shalt be brought down 
to hell, to the sides of the pit.”  God warns us to 
beware of him.   “Be sober, be vigilant; because 
your adversary the devil, as a roaring lion, walketh 
about, seeking whom he may devour:”   I Peter 5:8   
 

Do you believe in evil?  
“For we wrestle not against flesh and blood, but 
against principalities, against powers, against the 
rulers of the darkness of this world, against spiritual    
wickedness  in  high  places.”   Ephesians 6:12   
Satan knows that his destiny is hell and he wants  
to take you with him.  He will deceive you any way 
he can and will use your fascination with the occult 
to do it, but remember, he is a liar! “Ye are of your 
father the devil...He was a murderer from the     
beginning...there is no truth in him. When he     
speaketh a lie, he speaketh of his own: for he is      
a liar, and the father of it.”   John 8:44
